Curriculum Organisation in KS1 and KS2
· Daily maths lessons.

· Daily English lessons plus extra time for extended writing. The weekly structure for each class is roughly similar: Monday reading skills are taught; Tuesday sentence structures/grammar/punctuation/tenses are taught; Wednesday preparation for ‘Big Writing’; Thursday extended writing time; Friday spelling rules/word level/phonics activities. 

· KS1 pupils receive 2 hours science teaching and this rises to 3 lessons in KS2.  

· Daily acts of collective worship.

· Guided reading taught twice per week.

· Each class receives 1 hour music/dance or music/drama per week from our school music teacher.

· Two hours per week PE.

· One hour per week RE lesson.

· Junior classes have one lesson per week for the teaching of a foreign language- currently French with some conversational phrases in German, Italian and Spanish.

· History and geography topics are taught in half termly blocks.
· KS1 and Early Years pupils receive daily phonics teaching- pupils are taught in phases.

· Each class has one hour per week teaching of Computing skills and each class also has at least one additional optional hour per week to develop other ICT skills. 
· Class teachers identify pupils who require daily reading practice.

· If possible reading and writing activities are linked to history, science and geography topic work.

· Children are given opportunities to apply skills learnt in English and maths in other curriculum areas.
· Art and design and technology are taught separately; in KS2 art is taught by our specialist art teacher. In KS2 art and design and technology are taught for one hour per week; in KS1 art and design and technology are taught in half termly blocks and are linked to science, history or geography topics.
Early Years
· Daily phonics teaching.

· Daily maths lessons and activities.

· Daily English lessons and activities; in Early Years there is more emphasis on spoken English rather than written.

· Knowledge and Understanding is taught discretely once per week, but is also developed continuously through other curriculum areas.

· Access to outdoor provision and physical activities is continuous.

· Continuous provision with activity areas linked to reading, writing and maths.

· Pupils develop personal, emotional and social skills through structured play activities, direct teaching and through working alongside older pupils.

· Music lessons once per week.

· Two sessions of PE per week.
